If you do not wish to receive Communion, you may still come forward to the altar to receive a blessing; just cross your arms over your chest to indicate your choice to receive only a blessing. 

Children of all ages are welcome in our worship service. Books, drawing paper and coloring pencils are available on the table at the rear of the Nave. Currently, we are observing the liturgical season of Lent. This season is indicated by the color purple, which designates a time of penitence and preparation.  During Lent, as a symbol of our penitence, we do not adorn our altar with flowers, and we use a special liturgy. During Lent we begin our service with the Decalogue.  We invite you to join us in observing a holy season of Lent by your worship with us today and by participation in the Lenten disciplines of prayer, fasting and alms-giving.

We hope you experience the presence of God in this place. If you would like to be contacted by our rector, please complete a visitor’s card, which you may find in your pew, and place it in the offertory plate when it is passed.
